Discussion question:  You are on the selection committee to appoint a Senior Pastor of a church, what characteristics are you looking for?
Read 1 Corinthians 3.5-9
Paul picks up on the divisive slogans of the Corinthians “I am of Paul … 

He seeks to bring the church into a right understanding of Jesus, the church and christian leaders.
Skim through 3:5-9 and note what Paul says about christian Leaders compared to God
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1) How does the title ‘Servants of God’ give a balanced understanding of ministry? 
2) Much interest is given to the subject of church growth today, what insight does verses 6-7 give to this?
3) In verse 8 the one who waters and the one who plants have a common purpose, what common purpose is Paul alluding to?

4) How might the church unhelpfully compare its leaders?

5) If you were in charge of designing a cover for a book about Christian leadership, what images or words would you include?

6) The church at Corinth were guilty of comparing leaders according to secular standards how might a church be guilty of this today?
7) What is the basis of God’s reward in 8b?
8) What are the implications of Jesus and the Cross to this passage?
